 No independent studies courses (199s) may be applied toward the minor. 
 
 

 All minor courses must be taken for a letter grade, with an overall GPA of 2.0 or better.  Successful 
completion of the minor is indicated on the transcript and diploma. 

 
 

 Other courses (such as CHS 447) may be substituted by petition, but students are encouraged to limit 
substitutions to no more than 8-10 units (2 courses).
