Deborah Avant is a Professor of Political Science and Director of International Studies at the Center for Research on International and Global Studies
at the University of California, Irvine. She previously was Professor of Political Science and International Affairs at George Washington University, where she

directed the Institute for Global & International Studies. Her research focuses on the privatization of security, civil-military relations, military change, and

the politics of controlling violence. Dr.Avant received her B.A.,M.A. and Ph.D. in Political Science from the University of California, San Diego.

Gary Bass is an Associate Professor of Politics and International Affairs at Princeton University. His research focuses on international security, human
rights and international justice. He is the author of Freedom’s Battle: The Origins of Humanitarian Intervention (Knopf, 2008) and Stay the Hand of Vengeance:
The Politics of War Crimes Tribunals (Princeton University Press, 2001). Dr. Bass regularly contributes to The New York Times, The New Yorker, The Washington Post,
The Los Angeles Times, and The New Republic, in addition to publishing journal articles and book chapters on human rights and international justice. Dr. Bass
received his A.B.and Ph.D. from Harvard University.

Michael Byers holds the Canadian Research Chair in Global Politics and International Law at the University of British Columbia. Prior to 2005, he was
Professor of Law and Director of Canadian Studies at Duke University and Fellow of Jesus College, Oxford University. He is a regular contributor to The
Globe and Mail, Toronto Star and Ottawa Citizen. His most recent book is Intent for a Nation:What Is Canada For? A Relentlessly Optimistic Manifesto for Canada’s
Role in the World (Douglas & Mcintyre, 2007). Dr. Byers received his B.A. at the University of Saskatchewan, an LL.B. and B.C.L. from McGill University, and
Ph.D. from Cambridge University.

General Wesley K. Clark (ret.) is a Senior Fellow at the UCLA Burkle Center for International Relations. During thirty-four years of service in the
United States Army he rose to the rank of four-star general as NATO’s Supreme Allied Commander in Europe. After his retirement in 2000, he became
an investment banker; author, commentator, and businessman. In September 2003 he joined the race for the Democratic Party presidential nomination.The
campaign launched him to national prominence before he returned to the private sector in February 2004. General Clark recieved a B.S. from West Point

and was a Rhodes Scholar at Oxford University.

Roberta Cohen is a Senior Fellow at the Brookings Institution and Senior Adviser to the Representative of the U.N. Secretary-General on the Human
Rights of Internally Displaced Persons. She is a specialist in human rights and humanitarian and refugee issues. She is a leading expert on the subject of
internally displaced persons. She co-founded and co-directed The Brookings Institution Project on Internal Displacement for over a decade and co-authored
the first major study on internal displacement, Masses in Flight: The Global Crisis of Internal Displacement (Brookings Institution Press, 1998). Dr. Cohen
received her B.A. from Barnard College., M.A. from the School of Advanced International Studies at Johns Hopkins University and Ph.D. (honorary) from

the University of Bern.

Georgette Gagnon is the Deputy Director of the Africa Division of Human Rights Watch, where she has conducted extensive research and analysis
on the Darfur crisis. She has investigated human rights violations in Rwanda, led the Human Rights Department at the Organization for Security and
Cooperation to Bosnia and Herzegovina, and worked with the Canadian International Development Agency to strengthen human rights and the rule of
law in China, India and Rwanda. Ms. Gagnon led a Human Rights Watch mission to Darfur in 2004. Ms. Gagnon is a graduate of Osgoode Hall Law School in

Toronto, Canada and holds an LL.M with Distinction in International Human Rights Law from the University of Essex in the UK.

Steven Groves is the Bernard and Barbara Lomas Fellow at The Heritage Foundation’s Margaret Thatcher Center for Freedom and is responsible
for developing and running the “Freedom Project.” The project’s goal is to advance the cause of protecting American sovereignty, self-governance and
independence while promoting Anglo-American leadership on issues relating to international political and religious freedom, human rights, and the
strengthening of democratic institutions.
